


The Foundation for Seacoast Health was established in 1984 a:
a private foundation from private contributions and the
proceeds from the sale of Portsmouth Hospital to Hospital
Corporation of America. From inception, its purpose has been
to promote and support health in the Seacoast Region. The
endowment supports the operation and maintenance of the
Community Campus and provides grants to organizations as
well as scholarships to students. Our efforts are focused to
benefit the residents of the towns of Portsmouth, Rye, New
Castle, Greenland, Newington and North Hampton, New
Hampshire; and Kittery, Eliot and York, Maine.




We have provided more than 30 million dollars in grants to
Seacoast nonprofit and public organizations. Our funding initiatives are focused il
the areas of health promotion, health protection, preventative health services,
training, and education.

We have given over 2.2 million dollars in scholarship awards
to 312 undergraduate and graduate students pursuing health related fields of
study.

Designed to promote collaboration and
community involvement, the Community Campus provides affordable space,
sports facilities and program resources for nine nonprofit programs. Created in
1999 as a core component of t he Foun
health of the Seacoast, this unaffiliated network of organizations provides a broa
range of services to some of our most vulnerable and underserved children,
adults, and families. In addition, over 50 community organizations utilize the
space and resources of the Community Campus to meet ongoing business need
or host special events. The annual value of thikimd contribution to our
community exceeds one million dollars.

The Foundation and Portsmouth
Regional Hospital maintain a close working relationship to improve the health of
Seacoast residents. In addition to-gonsoring the Seacoast Community
Collaborative and Seacoast Senior Wellness Fair, the Foundation appoints eight o
the nine voting members of the Portsmouth Regional Hospital Board of
Trustees. This has been an i mportant
Hospital was sold to HCA in 1983.

More than a traditional grant making organization, the
Foundation has been at the forefront of identifying commubtyilding activities
that bring needed services and programs to the Seacoast. We are proud to have
been a leader and convener in examining effective ways to leverage nonprofit
resources, create best practices, and improve health. Our initiatives served as the
catalyst in creating the NH Center for Nonprofits, Step It Up Seacoast, Families
First Health Center and, most recently, Seniors Count of the Seacoast.
